Impact:

Joe was diagnosed with asthma when he was aged 4. The amount of treatment he has been getting has slowly increased over the last 2 years.

He is being admitted to hospital for acute asthma attacks approximately every 2 months. 
In the last 12 months he has had 5 admissions.  
Joes has had 1 admission to our high dependency unit and required lots of treatment.

Severity of symptoms in between admissions or flare ups:

In between these admissions he is often waking at night needing his asthma inhalers.
His asthma is restricting his exercise capacity.  At present he is finding it difficult to climb the 3 flights of stairs to the flat.  His healthcare team are encouraging him and would like him to keep active to be able to climb those 3 flights of stairs.

Vulnerability of the patient or other family members at the same address:

Joe’s younger brother also has asthma, which is currently less severe than Joe’s.  Joe’s mother is unable to work due to mental health difficulties.
